JOB DESCRIPTION

This is a seasonal, summer position responsible for maintaining the cleanliness of dishware and food

service equipment. This position reports to the Food Service Director.
RESPONSIBILITIES

Turn on dishwasher before each meal and set out bus tubs for dirty dishes
Wipe down counters around dishwasher after each meal

Stack dishes according to color, design, size, etc.

Clean out inside of dishwasher after each meal

Sweep and mop kitchen floor after evening meal

Take garbage out to dumpster as needed throughout the day (all bags go out after evening
meal)

® Keep the dumpster area clean, organized and closed

® A desire to work together with others with a team spirit
® Be able to respect and follow authority
e A willingness to work hard and get dirty

GENERAL WEEKLY SCHEDULE
